The 5 main concepts of the course are:

· Interdependence- this concept stresses the social organizations need for this

· Social Institution- explore organizations established to organize our social lives
· Decision-Making- how political and economic decisions are made at different levels

· Power- develop understanding by exploring decision making processes

· Ideology- the ideas at the basis of an economic or political theory
